COMPREHENSION AND WRITING IN SPANISH

Language Spanish

Minimum level of Spanish language required From Intermediate
Hours of instruction 90 h

Credits 12 ECTS

Course description

During the course, students will work on the acquisition of strategies to interpret and
construct written texts of different types and genres, with an emphasis on processes of
reading comprehension, planning, writing and review. This course is particularly designed for
intermediate level foreign students.

Methodology

Writing is the result of a complex process to capture an idea so that it can be interpreted by
the intended reader. With this objective, in each session a specific model of text is observed
and analysed, and a text with similar characteristics is drawn up. During the sessions, students
will carry out reading activities and analyse written texts, and undertake tasks relating to the
planning, development and organisation of ideas. In addition, there will be a focus on the use
of connectors and the distribution of content in paragraphs.

Assessment system

Attendance and participation in class: 20%

Text produced or rewritten during the course: 50%
Exam/final text: 30%

Students will receive a grade for each semester. The final grade for the course will be the
average of both marks.
