CATALONIA: LANGUAGE, CULTURE AND SOCIETY II

Course description

The aim of this course is to introduce students to the language and culture of Catalan society,
so that they can gain basic language and cultural skills. Students will be taught practical
notions of Catalan language, as well as general information on culture and society: the
traditional fiestas in Catalonia, the customs and distinguishing characteristics of this
autonomous community, which has its own language and culture.

Methodology

Each session will include a presentation of the topic based on a power point that the students
will study and prepare, to then share it with the group and complete its definition or
clarification with the help of the lecturer. Students will be expected to participate actively.
