SPANISH CULTURE course: Scanning Barcelona. Discover online all the

The program combines theory sessions by videoconference (2 days per week) and 
practical sessions in the group tutoring (1 day per week), for the students to 
understand both the historic evolution of the city and the artistic movements that 
shaped its current physiognomy. In both theoretical and practical sessions, a 
notebook with indications will be posted for the students to work on before the 
online sessions. 
Due to the course topic’s extension, this course can be related to disciplines such 
as History, Art History and Town Planning.  
The lectures will be held in Spanish, adapting the level to the students’ level. 
Consistent participation on behalf of the students is required.

Thursday – Videoconference (1hr 30mins.) 
Modernism invades the city: architects such as Gaudí, Doménech i Montaner, Puig i 
Cadafalch but also other outstanding modernist painters such as Casas, Mir, Nonell o 
Rusiñol.
